Download Form OS1 from the IKC 

website. Must be sent by post so you 

need to start early but it’s a 

straightforward process.  

Travelling with dogs 
Owners travelling to Northern Ireland 

need a PTD. It’s free and all details are 

on the www.gov.uk website.  

Owners travelling to The Republic of 

Ireland will need a rabies vaccination, 

and either an Animal Health Certificate 

(AHC) or an EU-issued pet passport. 

Additionally, your dog must receive a 

tapeworm treatment administered by a 

vet 1 to 5 days before arrival in Dublin.
